[0 HBB's involved in food preparation may need to be approved by Army Public Health and/or the Local Health Department. The applicant
must provide documentation that states the HBB meets all applicable food safety and sanitation conditions.

[1 The residential character of the property shall be maintained. The HBB may not occupy more than 25 percent of the home’s gross floor
area. Parts or materials related to the HBB shall be screened from public view and will be limited to the interior of the structure or the side and
rear yards of the property. Signage is limited to what can be displayed in a single window from the inside and may not be illuminated.

[0 Customers may only patronize a HBB between the hours of 0600 and 2000.

[1_Noise, vibrations, or odors shall not be detectable beyond the property line.

[0 The HBB owner residing in privatized on-post housing must obtain approval to operate in writing from the community manager before
submitting a request to the Senior or Garrison Commander.
